RESOLUTIONS
1. GLOBAL WAR ON TERROR:

Whereas, the United States of America faces an existing and continuing threat to peace, prosperity and security posed by radical Islamic Fundamentalist Groups and others that have openly expressed and demonstrated hostility to our nation and its citizens, and

Whereas, the implementation of the troop surge in Iraq, and ongoing operations in Afghanistan and elsewhere in the world are yielding real and  encouraging progress towards defeating the sources and instigators of terror and oppression,
This convention declares its continued support for President George Bush, General Petraeus and others engaged in the leadership and direction of the Global War on Terror, expresses its admiration of and gratitude for the professionalism and sacrifice of the men and women of our armed services, and calls for actions to continue until the job is done.

2. IMMIGRATION AND THE SECURITY OF OUR NATION’S BORDERS:
Whereas, the citizens of the United States, in overwhelming majority, called upon the United States Congress to reject and abandon the McCain/Kennedy proposed ‘Comprehensive Immigration Reform Bill 2007’, the so-called ‘Amnesty’ bill, and,
Whereas, at that time, the citizens of the United States called upon the United States Congress to secure our borders, enforce existing border security and existing anti-illegal immigration laws before any consideration be given to reforming current immigration law,

This convention declares its frustration at the painfully slow progress of the construction of border fences and other barriers to illegal entry to our nation, expresses its considerable dismay at the continued high incidence of crime committed by those found to be in this country illegally, deprecates the apparent ease with which illegal immigrants obtain access to education, employment, social services and financial assistance, and calls upon the Federal Government and its agencies, the United States Congress, the General Assembly of North Carolina, The Granville County Commissioners and the Governing bodies of our cities and towns, insofar as their duties and powers currently allow, to redouble their efforts to eradicate illegal immigration and disallow and disbar, by specific enquiry as to residency status, access to any public service, benefit or assistance to  illegal immigrants.
3. LAW & ORDER – GANG MEMBERSHIP AND GANG RELATED CRIME:
Whereas, the existence of gangs, like MS13 and others, is now an established fact in Granville County and in neighboring counties, and,

Whereas, it is an established fact that so called ‘initiation rites’ exercised by some of these gangs involve random murder and other high crimes, and

Whereas, the existence of such gangs in our communities represent an unacceptable threat to our collective peace, prosperity and security,

This convention calls upon the North Carolina General Assembly to pass, as a matter of urgency, considered, strict and enforceable anti-gang legislation that mandates at a minimum, a substantial period of imprisonment without the opportunity for parole for those convicted of gang related crime, regardless of whether or not it is a ‘first offense’ or committed by a juvenile.
